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Three tips to help you create your FIVE WORDS  

You need to think of five words to include on your membership badge. Five words that sum you up perfectly. I know it's tough. But remember, there is no right way to do this. You can do what's right for you, and what's more, you don't have to use all five words if you don't want to.

NOTE! If you choose five really long words, they still have to fit on your badge, so they may have to be printed very small!

Here are some pointers to help you choose your words carefully:

1 THE MESSAGE

What message do you want to get across? That you are a freelance English teacher, that you are looking for a job in marketing, or that you want to make new international friends? You could say this on your card:

a. Seeking work as property lawyer

b. Repat looking for community spirit

c. Freelance cross-cultural trainer

d. Traveller, cook, mother, Shell wife

2 ACTION

What do you want the person reading your badge to do? Do you want them to ask you about your business? Do you want them to ask for your card? Or do you want them to invite you for coffee? If you can choose words that encourage someone to want to know more, then that will get you networking, and making connections fast. You could say this on your card:

a. The wind beneath your wings 

b. Desperately seeking enlightenment

c. Identity lost in transit

d. Coach, Bookworm, Fitness Freak

3 SLOGAN

The words on your card could be your tagline, slogan or motto. The words you have on your business card or website. The best slogans alliterate or rhyme. They become more memorable that way. My slogan is 'sharing what I know to help others to grow' but it's too many words for my badge, sadly. You could have on your card:

a. Making money funny

b. Mad about marketing

c. Passionate parent

d. Wake up to baking

e. Earning while learning
